Policies and Procedures 

 
 

Walking to School at the Beginning of the School Day 

Eligibility  
● Students in 5th through 8th grade may walk to school. 
● Kindergarten through 4th grade students may walk to school if accompanied by an adult 

or a sibling in 5th grade or above. 

Procedure  
● Upon arrival, student signs in at front office (even after early gym) 
● Prior to 8:10am (or within ten minutes of the start of the school day), families of walkers 

must notify the office of absences/tardies.  
○ The Divisional Assistant will record this on the sign-in/out sheet. 
○ The first instance of a family’s failure to do this will result in a warning. The 

second, will result in loss of walking privilege.  
● By 8:15am (or within fifteen minutes of the start of the school day), the Divisional 

Assistant initials to acknowledge each student’s sign-in. If a student has not signed in 
and not been reported as absent, the Divisional Assistant will use emergency contact 
information to reach the family and/or responsible adults. 

 
 
 

Walking from School at the End of the School Day 

Eligibility  
● Students in 6th through 8th grade may walk home from school. 

Procedure  
● At 3:00pm (or time of dismissal), the student signs out at front office indicating to which 

of the approved destinations s/he is going. 
● Prior to 2:30pm (or 30 minutes prior to dismissal), families of walkers must notify the 

office of changes to the approved destinations.  
○ The Divisional Assistant will record this on the sign-in/out sheet. 
○ The first instance of a family’s failure to do this will result in a warning. The 

second, will result in loss of walking privilege.  
● By 3:15pm (or within fifteen minutes of dismissal), the Divisional Assistant initials to 

acknowledge each student’s sign-in. If a student has not signed out and change has not 
been reported, the Divisional Assistant will use emergency contact information to reach 
the family and/or responsible adults.

I understand and acknowledge that the School reserves the right to refuse permission for a 
student to walk to/from School and require drop-off and/or pick-up should in the sole opinion of 
the School that conditions (including, but not limited to weather, traffic patterns, etc.) warrant 
such a change.  

I understand and acknowledge that this document in no way alters or has bearing on the 
enrollment contract entered into by me/us and the School.
